 Quarterly Business Meeting 
Sunday, April 25, 2010 

 
Preston Averette, Chairman of Deacons, called the regular quarterly business meeting into 
church conference.  Ronald Shearon led in prayer.  Preston welcomed & thanked each for com-
ing to our church meeting. 
Minutes from our last quarterly meeting, Feb. 28, 2010, were approved. 
Committee Reports: 
Cemetery – Willis Cooke – Once the DOT has finished paving Averette Road, 1” overlay will be 
repaved at the cemetery.  Also, the rear driveway & new section of cemetery (Freeman land) 
will have a 12’ driveway paved all the way around.  Monies will come out of the J. R. Fowler Me-
morial Fund. 
At present time we have 49 lots remaining in the old part of the cemetery.  The committee made 
the following three (3) recommendations & they were voted & approved unanimously. 
1. Have the new section (Old Freeman Property) surveyed into individual lots, 495 lots.  Cost 
from $l,000 to $1,500, depending upon layout. 
2. Purchase stainless steel numbered lot corner stakes.  Cost approximately $2,800. 
Increase cost of an individual grave site from $500 to $700.  (This is not an actual increase; this 
is the same price that is currently being charged for the grave site & 4 corner stones.) 
Personnel – Steve Plumblee – The committee had two recommendations that had been sent to 
Stewardship Committee.  Both were approved by Stewardship as well as discussed at the meet-
ing, passed by unanimous vote. 
1. Increase the pay of pianist at 10:30 worship service by $300 per year.  This would balance 
out 8:30 & 10:30 pianists pay. 
Request from Youth Ministry Council to increase the youth interim position for a 12 month po-
sition at an additional cost of $4,000. 
Stewardship – Becky Keith – 
1. Some members had questioned if the church could honor a bank draft.  Yes.  If you would 
like to have a bank draft, please contact your bank & complete the proper paper work. 
2. Have you noticed the way monies are being shown each week on the bulletin?  This gives you 
a clear picture of what monies we do receive each week.  If you would like to designate any 
amount for certain accounts, please mark on your check/envelope which account. 
Our budget is good at this time.  Thank you for all your contributions. 
Building & Grounds – Franklin Hall – The committee had a clean up day on April 10.  
Thanks for all who attended & participated.  Green house, old garage, & bus garage were 
cleaned out as well as yard work was completed.  A new dumpster for just cardboard only has 
been placed out back of FLC next to regular dumpster.  Fire Marshal made a visit to our church 
& sited us for several violations.  These are being corrected.  We are waiting for the Town of 
Rolesville manager to give us directions as to how to fix the water drainage problem down by 
the parking lot so that it can be corrected.   Plans are underway to reduce the noise from the air 
conditioning in the balcony. 
Dr. Bridges thanked everyone for their hard work, leadership & time that you give to our 
church.  Our church is very blest to have such outstanding leadership, planning, and organiza-
tion that makes our church operate.  Things that our church attempts to do – we have done & 
done well.  Thank you! 
He talked about ways to improve our time for the 8:30 service & give plenty of time for our Sun-
day School classes.  If you have suggestions, please contact him. 
Our next quarterly meeting we will have in conjunction with an Ice Cream Social.  If you would 
like to bring homemade ice cream, please contact Ann Keith. 
Dr. Bridges closed with a prayer.
